Key Membership Commitments

1.  Strive for perfect attendance. If you miss our weekly meeting, you can "make-up" by attending

any other Rotary club meeting within 14 days (before or after) missing our meeting, by attending

our monthly board meeting, or any formal committee meeting, or by attending any club sponsored

event. Failure to maintain a minimum club attendance record of 80%, (after make-ups) will result

in suspension or termination of membership, unless there are unusual circumstances accepted

by the board.

2.  Attend and provide strong support for all fundraising events. Help to obtain corporate

sponsorships. Work on a committee involved in planning and or conducting these events. All

members must commit to selling at least one car party ticket and twenty food festival tickets.

3.  Support the Rotary International Foundation by pledging a minimum amount of $1,000, and

paying it in ten or less annual installments.

4.  Participate actively on at least one Midlothian Rotary club committee. This requires each

member to contribute some of their time, talent and resources to assist the club in meeting all of

its objectives and goals.

5.  Enhance your understanding of Rotary by reading the Rotary magazine, and by attending at

least one of the following meetings once a year------Board, Richmond Area Officer's, or the

Annual District meeting.

6.  Attend annual events such as the installation banquet in June and the Christmas Party. Spouses

and guests are welcome.
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7.  Participate in your Rotary club's activities, such as a golf outing, or by attending a professional

or college-sporting event with a group of fellow Rotarians, etc.

8.  Pay your dues within 30 days after receipt of your dues notice. 
9.  Apply the four-way test daily and adhere to the highest business standards.

10.  Be alert for prospective members who understand, and who will accept these commitments.

11.  Make an effort to get to know all members to the point that they feel they know you.

12.  Members should consider resigning if they are unable to keep these commitments, unless

there are unusual circumstances that are accepted by the board.
